Important Points to note.

« The light should be installed on a flat wall.

+ The top of the light should be installed no deeper than 400mm below water level for ease of servicing.

« For safe and proper installation, use only parts (screws, plugs, wire etc) provided.

« Your Spa Electrics transformer must be installed in an accessible location ( not in roof or under floors ).

« If planning to install the GK7 light into a vinyl lined pool you will require the GK6721 vinyl mounting kit.

« If planning to install the GK7 light into a fibreglass pool you will require the GK6719 fibreglass mounting kit.

« For operating instructions please refer to the multicolour user manual.

«When using pebble mix, attach the pebble ring to the finished concrete wall with the pebble mix, then ensure the
final pebble surface is flush with the inner and outer raised edge of the pebble ring.
