1-  Screw stem  onto  bottom  of  and  ground  spike onto  bottom  of stem.

2- To install  bulb: Turn  top  shade  counter  clockwise  to  take  apart.   Push bulb  in socket
carefully  until  seated.   Then  re-place  the  shade  by turning  clockwise  to  close.
