) INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

[

Note: Unit does not come with anchors. It is designed to retrofit existing deck
receivers such as 112" PVC or 1.90 Ladder anchors.

112" PVC Installation: The volley poles will insert into 112" PVC pipe "anchors." If
the fit is too loose, simply wrap the post with electrical tape to acquire the desired fit.

1.90 ladder anchor installation: Measure the depth of the anchor and cut
a piece of 112" PVC pipe to this length. Cut the pipe length way to G D
STEP 1

produce 2 pieces. Insert these 2 pieces into anchor, then Insert post. . '
ATTACH VOLLEYBALL SET-UP

Tighten anchor bolt until post is tight.

e Install clamps as pictured (] 1) secure with bolt and hand knobs. Install soft vinyl
cap on post (A 2).

* Repeat for other post and attach one side of net close to post as pictured,
using two clamps. Strands on end of net can later be cut off with scissors (N3).

STEP 2

CUSTOMIZED NET LENGTH

* Using scissors, cut top vinyl trim (& 1) 1" past selected downward running rope
(B 2). BE CAREFUL when cutting to AVOID CUTTING MAIN SUPPORT ROPE (& 7).
Then cut off unwanted netting just past knot (& 3), but LEAVE BOTTOM CORD
([B4) LONG ENOUGH to tie to bottom clamp on stand. Pull unwanted piece of net
off top cord, cut cord to desired length and tie to top clamp (& 5).

* Take scissors and punch a 1/4" horizontal slot on the inward side of vinyl trim
stitching line (in preparation to insert bolt unit & 6).

* Take brass bolt, run it through a brass washer, through slot in vinyl trim, through
other brass washer and loosely tighten with brass nut (5] 6).

* Take the thin rope off the vinyl trim (on top end of cut off net) and wrap center
around bolt 86 (between vinyl trim and washer) and tie ends to top clamp (& 5).

* Tighten brass bolt (8] 6) using two adjustable wrenches or pliers. Then tie bottom
cord to bottom clamp (3 8).

* With net attached, singe all cord ends with a flame so they don't unravel.
Then make final tension adjustments.

WARRANTY

1. ProVolly is warranted to the original owner for 1 year from date of purchase, with proof of purchase. This warranty
covers defects in materials and workmanship.
