Ensure your system has the quantity of cartons shown below, consisting of one 
end set and one tube set.  2 people make assembly easier.

Trim blanket to clear inside edges of pool.   Upon completion of reel assembly and installation, give blanket a 
final trim so that blanket does not touch sides of pool when rolling up.

Determine the best location for the Reel(s) on the pool (see Fig. 2).  The end of the pool is often the preferred 
location.  On some pools, a mid-point location may be required to prevent dragging the blanket over the deck or 
avoid diving boards and ladders.  Small blanket extensions may be folded in.  Wall mounting is possible by 
removing the casters.

STEP 2:  TUBE ASSEMBLY

Center Tube

 At the determined location, measure the maximum width of cover and add   (Do NOT count pieces which may be folded in).  12”.
Insert the End Tubes an equal distance into the Center Tube(s) (see Fig. 3).  Always ensure Minimum Insertion of End 
Tubes inside the Center Tubes(s) (see Fig. 4). Less than minimum insertion will cause screws to loosen and/or tubes to split.

Slide Metal Plug on to shaft of Handle and line up the holes in the Plug and the Handle shaft

Push Plug into End Tube up to and EVEN with the opening then insert TWO #12 self drilling 
screw approximately 1“ back from end of tube and through EACH ‘lip’ of Plug (see Fig. 7). 
(Drill small pilot holes.)

REPEAT above for Axle End.  Adjust Collar position if necessary.

Attach the 4 Locking Casters to the two “T” stands using Washers and Nuts provided.

Push a 1 1/2“ bolt through both holes and tighten with nut.  

Insert Handle shaft through top of a “T” stand.

** Lock tubes together by rotating the Center tube in the opposite direction to End tube.  HOLD TUBES LOCKED WHILE YOU INSTALL 
2 SELF-DRILLING SCREWS ON A DRILL LINE, starting 1“ (2.5 cm) back from end of center tube at location ”C1” (Fig. 5 & 6).

Place 2 self-drilling screws at location “C2” and 2 more at ”C3” - (2 screws at every second DRILL LINE around tubes.) (see Fig. 5).

At “D” locations, install 2 screws around the Center tube at every second drill line, 1“ (2.5 cm) back from where you marked the end of the 
inner tube (see Fig. 5).

Repeat for all other Tube Joins.  Do not forget to Twist and Lock** Tubes before installing the first screws.

EACH TUBE JOIN REQUIRES A TOTAL OF 12 - stainless steel self-drilling

Mark each end tube 6“ (15 cm) in from the inside edge of pool. 
Straps are installed on a DRILL LINE at these marks and the 
remainder spaced evenly between these marks.  (see Fig. 8)

Cut 15 Straps to 40” (1meter) lengths (melt ends to prevent 
fraying)  Maximum distance between straps is 30” (76cm).

Attach a Strap Plate to one end of all straps (see Fig. 9).

Attach Straps to Tube with Metal Screw along a DRILL LINE 
(see Fig. 10).  Do not pre-drill holes.  Small “pilot” holes are 
acceptable.     Do not over-tighten screws.

All Straps should grab cover at the same time.

Safe Use of Your Solar Reel:

Care and Storage:

Solar Blankets must be completely removed from the pool before entry into the pool.

Under no circumstances, should one swim in a pool partially covered with the solar blanket.

Solar Reel systems are designed solely to remove solar blankets and are not designed to support 
people or any other weight. 

Check screws periodically and tighten, if necessary. The solar reel may be stored outside for the winter.  
It is not recommended to disassemble it for storage inside.

For ease of pulling cover on pool, we suggest using the Mid-Grip Pull
Rope accessory.  This easily attaches to the cover as shown at the left. Makes pulling cover
