. Determine desired location to install fixture. Check area for obstructions such as sprinklers, plant material, etc. Assess soil

conditions.
Dig a hole approximately 1Dig a hole approximately 12" deep by 3" wider than the well light. This allows approximately 3" of
pea gravel or sand to surround ABS housing.
a. For Concrete installations, use 61/4 inch core drill at least 10 inches deep.
Pull LAMP HOLDER from fixture and install lamp into part.
With a screwdriver, loosen the terminal screws and add wire to bottom of lamp.
Return LAMP HOLDER into fixture, with wires hanging out from under the fixture.
Install fixture in hole and fill hole after installation with pea gravel or sand.
Strip the two leads from fixture. Using wire connectors (not included), connect the leads from the luminaire to the main
supply cable leads.
Provide power to luminaire to check proper operation.
