Thermal Regulator Valve  
(TRV)
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Before starting the installation, check Table 1 to identify each of the 
parts required for this installation. If any parts are missing from the 
kit, please call your local distributor for assistance.

  WARNING/SHOCK HAZARD
Turn off all switches and the main breaker in the pool/spa heater electrical circuit 
before starting the replacement procedure. Failure to comply may cause a shock 
or hazard resulting in severe personal injury or death.

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Disassembly:
1.	 Verify you have all necessary parts (see Table 1 below).

2.	 Turn off the electrical power to the heater. 

3.	 Turn off the main gas supply to the heater at the meter or the manual 
gas cock outside the heater. 

4.	 Make sure the filter pump is off and will remain off for the duration of 
the installation procedure.

5.	 If the heater is below the surface level of the water in the pool or spa, 
close all shut-off valves between the heater and the pool.

6.	 Drain the heater by removing the drain plug on the inlet/outlet header, 
see Figure 1. Replace the drain plug when the heater is fully drained.

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7. Remove six (6) screws from side access plate and access plate seal 
(see Figure 2).

8. Loosen the clamp screw approximately 4-5 turns and swing the clamp 
out of the way. Do not unscrew completely or remove the clamp (see 
Figure 3).

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9. Slide the thermal regulator valve (TRV) sideways out from under the 
locking tab and remove it (see Figure 4).

NOTE: If you fi nd debris after removing the TRV, remove the entire header 
assembly, then inspect the heat exchanger tubes and fl ush the 
header clean of all debris before reassembling.

Assembly:
1.	 Replace	the	new	TRV	making	sure	that	the	fl	ange	is	fully	locked	under	

the locking tab.
2. Swing the clamp back into position and tighten the clamp screw.
3. Inspect the seal and replace if necessary. Place seal into access plate 

and carefully position the access plate with the seal so that the seal is 
fully engaged into the header body.

4. Replace six (6) screws.
5. Reopen the shut-off valves, if applicable.
6. Turn on the gas supply and electrical supply.
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
