4. Remove two screws holding the LED Engine to the Fixture Base.

5. Pull out LED Engine and cable from the liminaire.

6. Reinstall new LED Engine and run wires through luminaire and top of ground
stake.

7. Strip two leads from LED Engine pigtail. Using two silicoe filled safety
connectors, connect lead from liminaire to main supply cable leads.

NOTE: Replacement LED engine is supplied with 36" of 18-2 cable pigtail from
secure connection to main supply cable. Wire is to be protected by routing in
close proximity to luminaire. Wiring should be buried a maximum depth of 6
inches (15.2 cm) in order to connect to main supply cable.
